A sharp trade from start to finish with 
some very, very lean types hindering averages.  15 cattle 
sold on or above that magic 300p/kg figure, but with more 
commercial wholesaling cattle very dear. 
 

There were some useful steers penned this morning, 
which saw 2 Continentals selling to 316p/kg with heavy 
steers to £1903 in the lump. 
 

Butcher’s heifers were a very good trade and topped at 
346p/kg with heavier females to £1833.  Quality and not 
quantity in the bull section saw best Continentals selling 
to 290p/kg or just short of £2000 in the lump.  Black & 
Whites a mixed trade selling passed 200p/kg if they had 
meat.
