A few less numbers on the week, however trade no way 
near less by any means!! With falling prime beef values, 
Carmarthen mart goes against the grain as trade excels for 
all types forward. Plenty of the bigger steers around 
400ppk and those thick, fleshy bullocks would look pounds 
dearer against deadweight quotations. Lewis Partners 
reaching £2700 to top the day for two 24-month-old 665kg 
Charolais, I Davies sold next at £2520 for BRB 660kg 
bullock. Lewis Partners also getting to £2520 for 670kg 
Blues. 615kg Limmies from E D T Davies looked well sold at 
£2500 or 406.5ppk with a run of dairy bred fleshy limmie 
steers from D L & B W H Jones selling at £2360 up to high 
of £2440. Angus bullock from A Jones sold to £2300 with 
25-month-old Salers from T & D Evans & Son to £2180. 11-
month-old Lim x steers from D E & D M Jones topped the 
youngstock at £1950 with 12-month-old 175kg Charolais 
from J L Thomas hitting the high notes at £970 or highs of 
554.3ppk. 375kg limmie steer from A & J Rees sold next at 
£1620 or 432ppk with plenty over 400ppk this Friday!! Bulls 
peaked at £2360 for 650kg 22-month-old Charolais from J 
J Howells. Other Charolais to £2280 from P Evans & R 
Solomon with a fair few over £2000. 
Heifers sold to a top of £2140 for 640kg dairy bred Angus 
from W L & S E Jones with suckler bred sorts at 560kg from 
H Williams selling to £2050. Charolais to £2020 from W L & 
S E Jones with plenty 500kg heifers £1900-£2000. 11-
month-old 170kg Charolais heifer topped the whole 
section per kilo at 605ppk or £1030 from J L Thomas with 
210kg BB’s from D R Price selling next at £1210 or 576.2ppk  
A very good days trading with steers levelling out at 
£1844.50 and heifers £1592.87. 67 sell over £2000 and our 
sincere thanks goes to all vendors for your continued 
support.

A very pleasing increase in numbers with last week’s 
trade inviting many new vendors to the alleys here in 
Carmarthen! With the festival knocking the door and 
the tups therefore separated, a buzz appeared from 
the start and trade remained very consistent until 
the last pen! The general run saw lambs trade 350-
360p/kg with highs of £4/kg for 36.5kg Dorsets from 
Davies, Gwndwn. Griffiths & Lawrence, The Ridge 
sold their well-bred lambs to 384p/kg with lambs 
topping at £160 on the day for 49kg from Davies, 
Abernant. Smart continental tup lambs from Evans, 
Glyn yr Odyn reached £149 with plenty of 
consignments leaving with averages showing more 
than 360p/kg. With all weights and breeds in, the 
lambs averaged 344p/kg which proved to be a very 
competitive average nationally. Lambs required in 
numbers each Friday at Carmarthen please.
